Additional Trip Details:

Children need to: 

· Apply sunscreen before the trip - but please do not send your child in with sunscreen. 
· Bring a disposable packed lunch in a carrier bag – please no yoghurts or overly messy foods. The same rules apply as for packed lunch on a normal school day so no chocolate bars or nuts, but a small biscuit or cake bar is ok. Please take into account the weather we do not want any melted food items!
· Bring a water bottle – if it is going to be very warm add ice to keep it cooler for longer!
· Wear a sunhat and sensible shoes with socks – no open toed sandals and socks are required to play on some of the park’s equipment. Please note, your child will not be allowed to go on the trip, if they are not appropriately dressed.
